Sharks are in serious trouble as a result of the international shark fin trade, with some populations declined by
99%. The demand for high-value shark fin (as opposed to other low-value shark products) continues to drive
the decimation of sharks. Sharks are critical apex predators that keep our ocean ecosystem working. Banning
the shark fin trade is the only way to save sharks - fin trade bans just like AB 376 have been enacted or are
poised to be enacted in other US states and in countries around the world. Our regulations cannot deter actors
in international waters, but ending the fin trade here can. AB 376 is a cost-effective solution: enforced at no
new cost to state and local governments.
